What will the event entail?

The regatta consists of two separate championships; the first will be an international regatta incorporating the Australian championships held over 3 days with 6 races. The second will be the 2012 world championships held over 5 days with 10 scheduled races. 
It is expected that over 80 boats will attend the event with up to 40 Australian teams and the remainder international entries from over a dozen countries. In addition to the competitors the event expects to attract at least 200 supporters, friends and family members.
How can you be involved?
The event organising committee wishes to invite your restaurant to become involved with the regatta as a restaurant sponsor.  
At past regattas we have successfully teamed up with restaurants to organise a dinner evening where sailors, friends and family attend for a meal and a good social evening.
