Option 1: Kayaking around Royal Geelong Yacht Club area
Get out on the water in a kayak during the Fireball Worlds
Check out the information and booking options at this link.
$70 for 2 hours guided paddling on your choice of Feb 9th or Feb 15th.

Option 2: 12 Apostles and Shipwreck Coast 10th February
Enjoy the iconic 12 (or fewer) Apostles and Shipwreck Coast in chauffeured comfort of a
mini van. Get picked up from Royal Geelong Yacht Club at 8.00 am and enjoy a drive
through farm land of the Western district on route to the famous 12 Apostles and
Shipwreck coast. The cost of this all day adventure is $56 per head based on 7
participants. Great value and could suit both sailors and non-sailors alike. There will be
some walking along coastal paths so suitable footwear should be worn. Lunch will be in
Port Campbell where there is a good selection of cafes and eateries, or bring your own.
Return to the yacht club around 5.00pm.
Book here. Note that if there is insufficient take up, people that have enrolled will be
contacted for choice of increased cost or reimbursement.

Option 3 : Otway Ranges Rainforest 13th February

Get picked up at 8.00am from Royal Geelong Yacht Club then travel in a minivan along
the Great Ocean Road to the Otway Ranges. Here you will see part of the southern
coastline of sandy surf beaches and travel through small coastal villages. Then immerse
yourself in the quiet of the rainforest which includes a walk along a rainforest track.
Closed shoes such as runners are recommended. Lunch is at Apollo Bay where there is a
good selection of cafes and eateries to choose from or bring your own. If there is
sufficient time on the way back, stop at the Chocolate factory near Anglesea and also at
Narana Creations, an Aboriginal Cultural Centre. Return to the Yacht Club about 5.00pm

The cost of this all day adventure is $56 per head based on 7 participants, representing
great value. Book here.
